WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 23.07.2025 (Wednesday) TO 27.07.2025 (Sunday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, very heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains
occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 31°C to 36°C and 21°C to 27°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains or
thundershowers very likely to occur at most places over different parts of the state during next
five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 26°C to 34°C
and 22°C to 26°C respectively.

Warning:

Day 1: Very Heavy to Extremely Heavy Rain very likely to occur at isolated places in
Komaram Bheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Peddapalli, districts of Telangana.

Heavy to Very Heavy Rain very likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad,
Nizamabad, Jagtial, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem,
districts of Telangana.

Heavy rainfall very likely to occur at isolated places in Rajanna Siricilla , Karimanagar ,
Khammam, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanumakonda, Jangaon, Siddipet ,Sangareddy,
Medak, Kamareddy districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to prevail at isolated places in ALL districts of Telangana

Day 2: Heavy to Very Heavy Rain very likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad,
Komaram Bheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri
Kothagudem districts of Telangana.

Heavy rainfall very likely to occur at isolated places in Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtial,
Rajanna Siricilla, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Khammam, Mahabubabad, Warangal,
Hanumakonda, Jangaon, Siddipet , Vikarabad, Mahabubnagar districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to prevail at isolated places in ALL districts of Telangana.

Day 3: Heavy rainfall very likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Komaram Bheem
Asifabad, Mancherial, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Vikarabad districts
of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to prevail at isolated places in ALL districts of Telangana.

Day 4: Heavy rainfall very likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Komaram Bheem
Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad Jagtial, Peddapalli, Jayashankar
Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam , Mahabubabad, Warangal,
Hanumakonda districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to prevail at isolated places in ALL districts of Telangana.

Day 5:  Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to prevail at isolated places in ALL districts of Telangana.



Weather based Agro Advisories

Drain out excess water from the field immediately wherever heavy rainfall received.

In view of light to moderate rainfall forecast for entire state and heavy to very heavy and extremely
heavy rainfall forecast in isolated places of few districts, temporarily postpone the spraying of
chemicals and top dressing of Nitrogen, Potassic fertilizers and sowing of the ID crops.

In view of heavy to very heavy and extremely heavy rainfall forecast, provide drainage channels to
drain out excess water from the crop fields.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised to move away
from water bodies, electric poles and wires and further advised not to stand under the trees and don’t
allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

Using wide spread rains, farmers are advised to go for incorporation of insitu green manure crops and
initiate the puddling of paddy fields.

Rice

Remove the excess water from the submerged rice nurseries and recently transplanted paddy fields
immediately.

After cessation of rains, if sufficient time is not available to raise the nursery, direct seeding of short
duration varieties (120-125 days) under puddle conditions (Wet DSR) is recommended using
recommended water and weed management practices.

Cotton

Prevailing excess moisture/water logged conditions are congenial for the incidence of Para Wilt in
cotton. After cessation of rains, soil drench with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water twice
at weekly interval and foliar spray of Multi-k (13:0:45) or Urea @ 10 g per liter of water twice at
weekly interval.

Maize

Drain out excess water for the fields to control the yellowing of the maize crop due to excess
moisture.

Maize turn to Purple colour due to prevailing excess moisture conditions led to phosphorus
deficiency. After cessation of rains advised to spray 19-19-19 @ 5g or DAP @ 20g per liter of
water.

Redgram

Prevailing excess moisture/water logged conditions are congenial for occurrence of Phytophthora
Wilt in Redgram. To overcome drain out excess water from the fields.

Soybean

Prevailing excess moisture conditions are congenial for occurrence of Root Rot in Soybean. To
overcome drain out excess water from the fields.

Vegetables

Heavy rains are congenial for the occurrence of damping off in nurseries of Tomato, Brinjal, Chilli
and Mari Gold. To control drench the soil with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water.
Sugarcane

Open the trenches in water logged areas for every 25mtrs due to heavy rains and remove the excess
water through drainage channels.
